IDEAL CENTRAL LOCATION

Lord’s is very close to the centre of London — just 1.5 miles
from Marble Arch — and easy to reach by road, tube and bus.

Parking is usually available for the event organisers and their principal
guests, and there are several car parks within a mile of the Ground.

St John's Wood is the closest tube station
(approximately 5 minutes’ walk), and Warwick Avenue, Marylebone,
Edgware Road and Baker Street are all within 15 minutes’ walk.

Lord’s is also well served by buses, and several
routes run alongside the Ground.

The chic St John's Wood High Street and the charming
and tranquil Regent’s Park are only a few minutes” walk from Lord’s,
and there are plenty of bars and restaurants within easy reach
of the Ground. St John's Wood is also famous for the
Abbey Road Studios, a mecca for Beatles fans.
