You will be invoiced for full payment of the Private box hire charge together with a deposit payment of £120 (+ VAT) per 
person for food and beverages. This payment must be made within 3 weeks of the invoice date. On payment of the invoice the 
application fee will be refunded to the original card. Under no other circumstances will the application fee be refunded. Failure 
to pay the invoice in full by the due date will result in the reallocation of the Private box and forfeiture of the application fee 
of £1,000 (+VAT).

Please note that all Private boxes accommodate a maximum of 18 guests, all of whom must be in possession of a box ticket 
for the duration of the day.
